Hope 
these help.  Maybe Nick knows where to �nd a better map.  I agree that the map at least has to show all of Viti Levu with Nadi on it.  Doesn’t matter if the map has to be tiny just so you can 
get a feel for where you �y in to and where Volivoli is in relation to your arrival and departure point (Nadi) on the island. 
 
My opinion based on my �rst thoughts about Fiji when I was considering a dive trip there was complete confusion.  People would ask me where the Fiji islands were located and I’d say 
they were in the South Paci�c.  That is as speci�c as I could get with the reality I had at the time.  We must gear this brochure to people who have never been to Fiji and help them locate 
themselves in Fiji thru more familiar geological points for the US diver: Hawaii, Australia, Tahiti maybe??

This means the 
net cost is less, and there are no weight restrictions other than international airline baggage weight 
restrictions. The group can dive the same day they arrive in Nadi.
